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FROM THE CEO 
 

Happy New Year to you all!   We are already a month into 2012, and the year certainly seems to be 

shaping up to be a busy one for the Kalyra Management team.   The Board has set an ambitious range of 

objectives, all of which are aimed at improving the quality of its accommodation, services and care that 

we provide to an increasingly larger number of residents, tenants and, from sometime around mid-year, 

our community clients. 

 

 

The Trust was rewarded for its perseverance when it was recently awarded licenses to operate govern-

ment subsidized Community Care Packages.  Unfortunately, these licenses are not for operation in the 

Belair area, and so the Trustôs long term objective to be able to provide packages of care into the  

Village for the benefit of its residents still has some way to go.    We will continue to apply for  

Packages whenever places are advertised; however it is somewhat disappointing to have almost 

achieved the desired goal, but to be denied the area of first choice.   The upside is that the Trust will be 

operating in a new environment, as the licenses we have been granted are for older people living in the 

Hills/Mallee/Southern Country Region, whereas Belair lies in the governmentôs Metro-Southern  

Region.   The next round of advertising for licenses is expected to occur later in 2012. 

 

 

At the Residentsô Committee Meeting held on Tuesday 17th January, resident representatives raised a 

number of matters pertaining to general maintenance on behalf of a number of residents.   While there is 

no problem in this occurring, Management is concerned that by holding over matters of a general nature 

until a Committee meeting is held, residents may be inconvenienced by the delay that inevitably occurs.   

The Trust has invested in an Electronic Maintenance Request System to speed up the Maintenance 

Staffôs response to matters needing attention.   Village Residents can lodge a Maintenance Request in a 

number of ways; (1) by visiting the Village Centre and leaving a hand-written note for the Village  

Manager; (2) by telephoning the Village Manager and lodging a request over the telephone either in a 

conversation with Nicole, or by leaving a message on her answering machine, and (3), if you prefer, you 

can also phone the Trustôs number ( 8278 5444) during office hours and leave a verbal request with the 

Receptionist there, being either Heather or Chris.   The point here is that, the sooner you lodge a  

maintenance request, the sooner our staff can attend to it.   Waiting for it to be raised at a meeting may 

see you facing unnecessary delay. 

 

 

We have been most fortunate in enjoying a very mild start to summer, although the recent hot spell 

weôve had in the last week reminds us that careful precautions should always be taken during bushfire 

season.   At this time of year I always remind you that you should all have developed your own bushfire 

evacuation plans in case an emergency occurs and general evacuation of the Village is required.
