1838 Pre-paid postage - Colonial Postmaster-General of New South Wales, James Raymond introduced the 

world's first pre-paid postal system.  

 

1856 Refrigerator - Using the principal of vapor compression, James Harrison produced the world's first 

practical refrigerator. He was commissioned by a brewery to build a machine that cooled beer. 

 

1874 The underwater torpedo - Invented by Louis Brennan, the torpedo had two propellers, rotated by 

wires which were attached to winding engines on the shore station. By varying the speed at which the two 

wires were extracted, the torpedo could be steered to the left or right by an operator on the shore.  

 

1879 Refrigeration - Credited with the manufacture of the first artificial ice, Eugene Nicolle and Thomas 

Sutcliffe Mort developed shipboard refrigeration that resulted in the export of meat from Australia to Great 

Britain. 

 

1889 Electric Drill - Arthur James Arnot, patented the world's first electric drill on 20 August 1889 while he 

was an employee of the Union Electric Company in Melbourne. He designed it primarily to drill rock and to 

dig coal.  

 

1897 Differential gears - David Shearer of South Australia built a steam car with a differential inside left 

rear wheel hub. 

 

1902 Notepad -For 500 years, paper had been supplied in loose sheets. J A Birchall decided that it would be 

a good idea to cut the sheets into half, back them with cardboard and glue them together at the top. 

 

1906 Feature film - The world's first feature length film, The Story of the Kelly Gang, was a little over an 

hour long.  

 

1917 Aspro - A pain reliever based on aspirin was developed in Melbourne by George Nicholas. By 1940 it 

had become the world's most widely used headache and pain treatment. 

 

1934 Ute- The utility vehicle, with a front like a car and a rear like a truck was designed by Lewis Brandt at 

the Ford Motor Company in Geelong, Victoria. 

 

1940 Zinc Cream - This white sun block made from zinc oxide was developed by the Fauldings pharmaceu-

tical company.

Adelaide's National War Memorial 

 

The Adelaide National War Memorial is a monument commemorating those who 

served in the First World War. Opened in 1931, the memorial is located on the 

corner of North Terrace and Kintore Avenue, in the heart of the central business 

district and adjacent to the grounds of Government House. Memorial services are 

held at the site throughout the year, with major services on both Anzac Day (25 

April) and Remembrance Day (11 November). 

First proposed in 1919, the memorial was funded by the Parliament of South 

Australia, making it the first Australian state war memorial to be confirmed after the war. The design of the 

memorial was selected through two architectural competitions. The first competition, in 1924, produced 26 

designs all of which were lost before judging could be completed after fire destroyed the building in which 

they were housed. A second competition, in 1926, produced 18 entries, out of which the design by the archi-

tectural firm Woods, Bagot, Jory & Laybourne-Smith was selected as the winner. The design effectively a 

frame for two scenes depicted through Rayner Hoff's marble reliefs and bronze statues shows the prelude 

and the epilogue to war, depicting both the willingness of youth to answer the call of duty and the extent of 

the sacrifices which they made. In this, the work is not displaying a material victory, but instead a victory of 

the spirit. Bronzes line the walls of an inner shrine, on which are listed the names of all South Australians 

who died during the Great War 

Construction of the memorial began in 1928 with the cut and placement of marble blocks from Macclesfield 

and Angaston. The South Australian Monumental Works were chosen to work on the construction, with 

Alan Tillett as the principal. Although no sculptor was named in the winning proposal, it did make mention 

of a possible candidate—who later proved to be Rayner Hoff, a Sydney-based sculptor born in England. 

Raynor Hoff produced the designs for the sculptures from his Sydney studio, with the bronze castings from 

Hoff's plaster models being produced by the South Australian firm A. W. Dobbie and Company. The two 

angel reliefs sculpted from the Angaston marble were produced by Julius Henschke in situ from Hoff's de-

signs, expressed through one-third sized plaster models which Henschke then scaled to suit. 

In 2001, the memorial's 70th anniversary year, a three-month remedial project was undertaken, restoring the 

bronze and stonework details and reinforcing the foundations. The work was completed just days before the 

Remembrance Day services. In 2002 the architects responsible for the restoration, Bruce Harry & Associ-

ates, were awarded a Heritage merit award for their work on the memorial by the Royal Australian Institute 

of Architects 
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Meatloaf 
Ingredients (serves 4) 

250g lamb mince 

250g pork mince 

1 onion, peeled, coarsely grated 

1 carrot, peeled, coarsely grated 

1/2 cup (35g) fresh breadcrumbs 

1/2 cup chopped fresh mint 

1 egg, lightly beaten 

1 garlic clove, crushed 

1 tsp paprika 

Tomato sauce, to serve 

Preparation Time 
10 minutes 
 

Cooking Time 
60 minutes 

Method 
1. Preheat oven to 170°C. Line a 9cm x 19cm loaf pan with non-stick baking paper. Use clean hands to 

combine both minces, onion, carrot, breadcrumbs, mint, egg, garlic and paprika in a bowl. 

 

2. Press the mixture into the loaf pan and smooth the surface. Cover with foil. Bake for 30 minutes. Remove 

the foil and bake for 30 minutes or until the juices run clear when pierced with a skewer. Drain off the liquid. 

Rest in the pan for 5 minutes. Remove and serve hot, warm or at room temperature. 

 

The combination of lamb and pork mince gives a relatively simple meatloaf an extra tasty, meaty flavour.

Findon History  

 

 

 

History 

In 1839, George Cortis was granted the land comprising sections 393 and 410 now constituting Findon, 

which he subdivided in 1848. The suburb may have been named for the town of Findon, United Kingdom, 

near Cortis' hometown of Worthing. 

The Observer of 28 April 1849, page 1a carried an advertisement for the Township of Beverley which says, 

among other things 

[It] will adjoin the pretty township of Finden [sic] and before long may be expected to unite with Lockleys.  

Its school opened circa 1861. The residents of Findon said that their children had to walk two, three and 

sometimes four miles to school.  

 

Geography 

Findon lies astride Crittenden and Findon roads, in Adelaide's western suburbs. Grange Road forms its 

southern boundary. 

 

Demographics 

The 2006 Census by the Australian Bureau of Statistics counted 5,450 persons in Findon on census night. Of 

these, 49% were male and 51% were female. 

The majority of residents (60.9%) are of Australian birth, with other common census responses being Italy 

(9.6%) and England (2.7%). 

The age distribution of Findon residents is skewed higher than the greater Australian population. 72.1% of 

residents were over 25 years in 2006, compared to the Australian average of 66.5%; and 27.9% were 

younger than 25 years, compared to the Australian average of 33.5%.
